
Mason County Cemetery District One, Regular Meeting, June 15, 2020
Commissioner Debra Braz called the meeting to order at 4:04 PM at the Belfair Cemetery. Also in attendance were Commissioner Ken VanBuskirk, Clerk Sharon Hankinson, and Assistant Clerk Paula Grande.  Commissioner Jill Loudin was excused. Members of the Evergreen Garden Club also attended the meeting (Donna Johnson, Jewlissa Lowe, and Jill Lowe).  COVID 19 guidelines for social distancing were observed.
The minutes for the February 17, 2020 meeting were read.  Ken moved to approve the minutes as read. Debra seconded and the motion passed.
No formal meetings were held in March, April, or May. Ken VanBuskirk met Jill Loudin in the parking lot at QFC.  He cancelled the March meeting in QFC due to the COVID 19 outbreak.  (Debra Braz was out of town.)   He and Jill signed the vouchers for March.  Sharon Hankinson printed the treasurer’s reports and vouchers for April and May.  She notified the commissioners on the regular meeting days so they could approve the treasurer’s reports and vouchers.  The signatures were then emailed to the Auditor’s Financial Office and the warrants were mailed to us. 

The May 2020 treasurers report read as follows:  $22,887.21 in the expense fund and $42,000.00 in the investment fund.  Total Revenue for May was $4,220.50.  Ken moved to accept the treasurer’s report.  Debra seconded and the motion passed.

· The electrical issue at the pump house was discussed.  Mike Davis from Davis Drilling said it can operate as is.  It does not affect the running of the water.  It only affects using power for the light to work in the pump house.
· We have postponed work on the gazebo roof.  Ken will look into what it would cost to replace the roof.  It too can wait until some of the restrictions due to COVID 19 have been lifted.




New Business:

· The Evergreen Garden Club asked for input on what they could do at the cemetery.  They lost one of their members, Linnie Griffin, who was also a cemetery commissioner.  She used to be the one who directed work parties at the cemetery.  Her efforts are missed but they will try to help also.
